____(a)  If she or he was released in connection with a charge of felony or while awaiting sentence or pending review by certiorari after conviction of any offense, be guilty of a felony of the third degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082, s. 775.083, or s. 775.084, or; (For a felony of the third degree, by a term of imprisonment not exceeding 5 years)

____(b)  If she or he was released in connection with a charge of misdemeanor, be guilty of a misdemeanor of the first degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083. (For a misdemeanor of the first degree, by a definite term of imprisonment not exceeding 1 year)

____(2)  Nothing in this section shall interfere with or prevent the exercise by any court of its power to punish for contempt.
